put gradually for extraction.

9. There are fine lines or scratch marks around the squeezing screw.
These are molding marks resulting from the narmal manufacturing process.

This is a normal product and there is no problem for use.

10. The Chamber shakes when squeezing.

Slight shaking may be caused by the motor.

Depending on the texture of the ingredient, there may be slight shaking.

This is anormal phenomenon as squeezing screw rotates and it is not a malfunction. Hard ingredi-

ents (e.g. carrot, potato, radish, beet, etc.) may cause more shaking than softingredients.
11. Chamber set does not fit into the body.

If the control lever is in DFENO position, the chamber set does not fit in to the body. Before
assembling the chamber set, make sure that the control lever is in @) CLOSE position.
